We crave approval from a father.  This desire appears so universally among the young people I counsel as a minister that I can only surmise that it was placed in our hearts by the Father himself.  We were created to yearn for fatherly love and care.  There is a deep sense of security and quiet confidence that a child gets when they know, “Daddy is strong.  And Daddy loves me.”  





I am blessed with a great relationship with my earthly father.  From time to time, sometimes in a birthday card, other times in a phone conversation, my dad reminds me that he is proud of me.  Few things make me happier.  I am proud of you.  You bring me joy.  You are my delight.  That is what we all want to know from our fathers isn’t it?  That is why little boys want to show their dad how fast they can run in their new pair of shoes.  That is why little girls want daddy to see them (and admire them) in their latest princess dress.  





For all the fathers reading this today on Father’s Day 2010, I have one request from the rest of us: do not withhold the expressions of approval that your children (of all ages) so desperately desire and need to hear from you.  As a young father myself, raising a 3 year old little boy and a 1 year old baby girl, I want to be sure that I am filling their little hearts up with as much love as a I can now because I know that I am shaping the way they will relate to their heavenly Father for the rest of their lives.
